Die Schülerinnen und Schüler entschlüsseln die einzusetzenden 
Vokabeln mithilfe von Kurzdefinitionen, vervollständigen kurze Bei-
spielsätze, üben Wortschatz nach Wortfeldern, suchen Gegensatzpaare 
und versprachlichen Bilder. Auf diese Weise wird der Lernwortschatz 
besser vernetzt und gespeichert, als es durch die alleinige Beschäfti-
gung mit den Vokabellisten des Schülerbuches geschehen kann.
