Help! – Planet in trouble

We are not the most responsible generation on  
this planet. Every minute that we leave the lights 
on in our classrooms and homes or have the water 
running on full speed, we are damaging our planet. 
Although everybody’s actions have an impact on 
the environment, a lot of people still act irresponsibly. 
We know we must recycle, reuse and reduce. Yet 
we are not doing it.

Our research team interviewed students and teachers 
at this school. They learned that more than 80 % of 
our students and teachers buy bottled water every 
day. But there are water fountains1 on every level 
of the school building! 96 % of those interviewed 
said they use more than 3 pieces of paper whenever 
they wash their hands. But every toilet has an electric 
hand dryer! Today, more than any other time in 
history, we need to ask ourselves a very important 
question. “What can we do as a school community 
to make our planet greener?”

Let’s start with reducing2 and recycling our natural 
resources3. We don’t need to keep the lights on in 
our classrooms when we have natural light outside. 
In a school in Malta, students from the age of 5  
to 11 have become ‘watchdogs’. They take turns to 
walk around the school asking people to turn off 
the classroom lights. They also check that the taps 
in the toilets are properly turned off. One of their 
jobs is to work with the canteen manager every 
Wednesday to make sure that they have low-meat 
and high-vegetable school lunches every day.  
At the moment, these active students are working 
closely with their friends and teachers on a new 
school-wide recycling project called the ‘Newspaper 
Recycling Campaign’.

Our magazine team has formed a group at our school 
called ‘Friends of the Environment’. We are looking 
for students and teachers who are interested in 
making our planet a better place to join our team. Our 
job is to set rules for energy saving and to make 
regular checks to see if there are any improvements 
to our policies. In fact, we have already started 
discussions with our principal about the possibility 
of installing solar panels4, and we are happy to 
report that she is just as excited as we are about doing 
our part to save the environment. We are hoping  
to be able to reduce our total energy consumption5 
by 20 % at the end of this school year. If you are 
interested in joining our team, please meet us at the 
magazine office in G2.15 next Monday between 
9:30 and 10:30.

Imagine a school where everyone works together to 
save the planet, even before the school day begins. 
Our interviews show that over 75 % of our students 
and teachers live within 5 km to 8 km of the school. 
Unfortunately, less than 25 % of them walk or cycle 
to school. Over 80 % students and teachers prefer  
to travel to school by car, regardless of where they 
live. We need to ask what kind of planet we want 
to leave our children and grandchildren. Do we want 
them to suffer6 strong weather conditions and 
increasing temperatures? For a start, we would like 
to win our principal over to declare Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Thursdays as ‘Cycle-to-School Days’ 
and offer prizes to students and teachers who cycle 
to school on all of those days for at least 3 months. 
If we see good results at our small school, we would 
like to meet with our town’s mayor. Together as  
a whole community, we could play a bigger role in 
saving our planet. So please join us!
