Oxfam is a big charity'. It helps in catastrophes like
floods? or earthquakes®. When people need quick
help, Oxfam sends food and clothes. And Oxfam also
helps poor people in lots of different countries. For

example, in many places in the world, people haven't

got clean water. Oxfam has got projects to bring
clean water to these places.

Most people in Britain know Oxfam. This is because
Oxfam has got lots of charity shops. The first shop
opened in Oxford in 1948 and today there are over
750 shops. So in most British towns you can see
an Oxfam shop in one of the shopping streets in the
centre. These shops sell clothes, music, books, food
and other things. The shop assistants* are all
volunteers® — they don’t get® money for their work.
So Oxfam has got more money for its work in
poor countries.

Oxfam was first a British charity, but now it is an
international organisation. So you can find Oxfam

shops in other countries too. In Germany there are
over 20 shops. The first shop opened in Bonn —in
1985 - and today there are Oxfam shops in Berlin,
Cologne, Leipzig, Potsdam and Stuttgart, and in
other places too. Maybe there is an Oxfam shop in
your town?

And maybe you want to help Oxfam? Then you
can do three things. First, you can give your old
things to an Oxfam shop — books, clothes, CDs, etc.
But remember: they have to be in good condition —
then Oxfam can sell them and make money.

Second, you can go shopping at an Oxfam shop.
Maybe you can find a cool sweatshirt or a good

CD there. Third, you can work in an Oxfam shop in
your free time, maybe one afternoon a week.

Oxfam always needs volunteers, so — when you
are old enough’ - call an Oxfam shop if® you want
to help like this.
